Criteria for SC CASE Award 2010

SC CASE Outstanding Administrator of Special Education Award

This award is to recognize annually a SC CASE member who is making significant professional contributions to leadership behavior and field practice in the administration 

of programs for students with disabilities.  Nominees for this award must meet the following criteria:

1. The applicant currently is a director, coordinator, supervisor, consultant, or in another administrative role for special education and/or related services working in South Carolina schools/agencies.

2. The applicant currently is a member in good standing of SC CEC/CASE

3. The applicant has at least ten (10) years in the field of special education and/or related services 

4. The applicant has at least five (5) years experience as an administrator in the field of special education and/or related services.

5. The applicant has made significant contributions to the field of special education and has impacted positively the education of students with disabilities through:

PROFESSIONAL MEMBERSHIPS AND ACTIVITIES

List membership(s), offices, committees, and other activities representing active involvement in professional organizations (past and/or present)  (1-3 points for CEC/CASE and 0-2 points for other professional organizations)

INNOVATION AND CONTRIBUTIONS TO SPECIAL EDUCATION/CASE

Describe innovative and effective programs with which the nominee has been involved and indicate how those programs have positively influenced the education of exceptional children and the field of special education administration.  Examples of research, publications, and/or products, which have contributed to the body of knowledge and provision of special education, may be cited. For example, this may relate to program development, curriculum and instruction for students, at the local, state or national levels including individual achievements or committee/task force participation. Of particular note will be efforts that resulted in long-term impact rather than short-term projects. (0-10 points)

IMPACT ON ADMINISTRATOR PREPARATION AND/OR QUALITY OF SERVICES TO EXCEPTIONAL CHILDREN

Describe the leadership qualities of the individual and accomplishments of the nominee in the administration of special education programs or in the preparation of special education administrators. This may include policy and procedures, efforts to collaborate with and provide training opportunities for special and general education personnel, and communication and training with parents.  Indicate how the accomplishments have impacted/improved services to exceptional children (0-10 points)

ADDITIONAL EDUCATION-RELATED AND/OR COMMUNITY SERVICES

Provide any additional information, which would support citing the career of the nominee, but which does not relate directly to the previous sections. Other honors or awards (with dates) may be noted. (0-5 points)

A nomination may be made by a CEC/CASE member, supervisor, colleague, or any other individual who knows the nominee or by a group of individuals from a school district or an agency, college/university, consortium, or CEC Chapter/ Subdivision.
